Functional Behavioral Assessment Work Sheets


Antecedents:   Describe the important situations or circumstances that triggered the behavior.  Describe only the facts, don’t let emotions and feelings or assumptions get in the way. 


Behavior:   Describe in specific detail exactly what the behavior was and what was going on at the time it happened.


Consequences:  What did the child “get” as a result of his/her behavior.  It can be positive or negative.
