	Scribe test or use speech-to-text conversion
	The student dictates or signs responses to a scribe or uses a speech-to-text conversion device to record responses.

	The student records answers directly in the test booklet or uses special paper for drafts or computation.

	Test administrator reads aloud the ELA reading comprehension test
	The student has a specific disability that severely limits or prevents him/her from decoding text.  The student must be a virtual non-reader (at the beginning stages of learning to decode).  AND the student has access to printed materials only through a reader and/or is provided with spoken text on audiotape/CD/video or other electronic format during routine instruction except while the student is actually begin taught to decode. (Below Level BAS J)

	
	Electronic text reader for the ELA reading comprehension test
	The student has a specific disability that severely limits or prevents him/her from decoding text.  The student must be a virtual non-reader (at the beginning stages of learning to decode).  AND the student has access to printed materials only through an electronic text reader and is provided this accommodation during routine instruction except while the student is actually begin taught to decode. (Below Level BAS J)

	
	Scribe the ELA composition
	The student has a significant disability which requires the dictation of all written compositions to a scribe or use of an electronic speech-to-text conversion device for all compositions or the student is unable to use his/her writing hand/arm at the time of testing due to a broken bone or fracture.

	
	Calculation devices
	The student has a specific disability that severely limits or prevents him/her from calculating mathematically.  The student must be virtually unable to perform calculation.  AND the student has access to mathematical calculation only through the use of a calculator, arithmetic table, or manipulatives which the student uses during routine instruction except when the student is actually being taught to calculate. (Unable to calculate beyond 4.)

	
	Spell or Grammar checking function for ELA composition
	The student has a specific documented disability that severely limits or prevents him/her from spelling correctly.  The student must be virtually unable to spell simple words (at the beginning stages or learning how to spell) AND the student can produce understandable written work when provided this accommodation, which the student uses during routine instruction.

	
	Other nonstandard accommodation
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
