Goal: To gain a more thorough perspective of student’s profile.

4. REVIEW your student’s cumulative folder, nurse and guidance folder.

Goal: To gather a history of student’s learning, behavior, strengths and areas of need, medical history and past interventions and supports.

5. CONSULT with student, his or her parent/guardians, and other professionals (i.e. guidance counselor, specialists, prior teachers, lunch, recess and after school staff, etc.)

Goal: To determine the student’s awareness of him/herself as a learner, find out how student presents at home or other settings, gather a history of concerns, strategies and past successes.

Goal: Note where student’s successes and challenges are present.  It is as important to document where a student is successful as it is to document where they are struggling.
